Rights and Responsibilities (also see UN Rights of the Child – Appendix A)

The School Community
· Everyone has the right to feel safe and valued and has the responsibility to allow others to feel safe and valued
· Should respect other members of the school community

Children should
· Be respectful of others and their needs
· Always try to do their best

Adults should
· Model appropriate behaviour and show emotional warmth towards others
· Offer differentiated learning experiences to support children’s stage of development
· Ensure that children are aware of their rights and responsibilities
· Ensure that children are supported in meeting the school’s vision


Families should
· Be active partners in their children’s learning
· Be familiar with and supportive of our nurturing approaches

The Oaks Federation Governing Body should
· Support the school community in actively promoting and maintaining the Federation vision
· Monitor, support and evaluate the Positive Behaviour and Nurture Policy 

Nurturing Approaches (also see Nurture document - Appendix B)

The six principles of nurture are:
· Children’s learning is understood developmentally
· The classroom offers a safe base
· The importance of nurture for the development of wellbeing
· Language is a vital means of communication
· All behaviour is communication
· The importance of transition in children’s lives

Promoting Positive Behaviour

Possible Rewards
· Class Dojos
· Smile and praise
· Positive language
· Stickers and certificates
· Class Celebration Board
· Raffle tickets linked to Dojos
· Helpwr Heddiw
· 15 minutes of Golden Time
· Sharing positive experiences with senior leaders
· Celebration assembly 
· A phone call, text home or use of Google Classroom
· Whole class rewards

Possible Solutions
· Positive verbal reminder
· Use of visual reminders
· Refer to school vision (pupil voice)
· Making the right choice
· Thinking time
· Use of nurture boxes/calming space
· Use of distraction activities (a game/a movement break)

Possible Alternatives
· Temporary removal of Dojos
· Small group work supported by Teaching Assistant
· Short burst ‘time out’ in an alternative space
· A restorative loss of break time managed by class teacher 
· Senior leadership intervention (restorative approach)
· A phone call home made by senior leadership

Adults need to ensure that children are offered a ‘fresh start’ at the beginning of the next lesson/session.

Managing Behaviour in Exceptional Circumstances (See Appendix C)
· Internal Exclusions led by senior leadership team in conjunction with families and external agencies
· Trigger ALN process for managing emotional health and wellbeing (IDP)
· Positive Handling (Senior Leadership Team will deploy and lead Team Teach strategies and complete a positive handling plan)
· Fixed Term Exclusions (The Headteacher, in consultation with the Governing Body, has the power to exclude a child from school for a fixed period)  
· Permanent Exclusion
